Lichtenstein and Pop Art

Task Stream - Tools of Engagement

Subject(s): 


Art

Topic or Unit of Study: 


Commercial art - advertisements and comics

Painting - color mixing; controlling a medium

Emphasis - on line and color

Space - One and two-point perspective, overlapping, size, etc.

Grade/Level: 


8

Objectives: 


Students will critique a masterpiece work of art by Roy Lichtenstein.

Students will create a landscape or advertisement painting in the Pop art style of Roy Lichtenstein (using thick lines, stripes and benday dots).

Students will demonstrate their understanding of how to create space in a 2-D work.

Orally and as a class, students will reflect upon pop art theory and artistic careers such as advertisement and comic strip writing.

Students will use their art journals to record vocabulary terms and procedures.

Summary: 


Students will be analyzing the concept of "pop art" and exploring different career fields in the visual arts such as comic strip production and advertisements. Students will also be creating a painting in the style of pop artist, Roy Lichtenstein that demonstrates their comprehension of line, color, space, and emphasis.

IMPLEMENTATION

Learning Context: 


See unit of study

Procedure: 


1. Teacher will explain the concept of Pop Art and give a brief biography on the artist Roy Lichtenstein and discuss his unique technique. Then teacher will begin PowerPoint presentation of Lichtenstein's work.

2. Students will be asked to critique a painting by Roy Lichtenstein using the method of "describe, analyze, interpret and judge.

3. Teacher will continue with the PowerPoint slides and address issues of technique, including the use of thick black lines, stripes and benday dots. Teacher will also discuss how to properly portray depth and space.

4. Students will draw a quick example of one point and two-point perspective in their art journals and review their notes about space.

5. Teacher will explain the objectives for the assignment. (Students can create either a landscape painting or advertisement painting, which shows space and is created in the Lichtenstein style).

6. Students will create preliminary sketches for their painting and label colors, stripes, dots, etc.

7. Students will begin their paintings by first painting all areas they would like to be a flat color, then all areas they would like filled with stripes or benday dots, and lastly they will paint thick black outlines around all separate features/images.

8. Lastly, in-groups, students will discuss Pop art, careers in advertising and comics, and write their opinions. Each group will share their ideas with the class and show some examples of their work.

Differentiated Instruction: 


Some students may create their paintings, and with assistance use Sharpie markers to create the comic book effect of the Lichtenstein technique.
