EXTENSION:


Have students add dimensional elements to their paintings by accenting certain areas with glitter – gold for suns.








Visual Art

MATERIALS:


Crayons, 12” x 12” white paper, paper plates,


Tempera paint cakes, basic painting supplies





OBJECTIVE:


Students will select warm colors to create an artwork of a sun.





SET:


Everyone take a moment and think of sunshine colors – what colors might be sunshine colors? 





INFORMATION/MODEL:


Artists think of colors as either warm colors or cool colors, and we are going to do a couple of paintings to help you remember which colors are warm colors and which are cool colors. Today we are going to work with warm colors. We are going to create a painting of a sun, using only warm colors.


Model for students how trace a circle, and how to draw a simple face using basic shapes. Then model how they can add their own touch to the suns. 


Next, model for students how to correctly use tempera cakes.





GUIDED PRACTICE:


Students will follow along as the teacher does a guided drawing of a basic face.





CHECK FOR UNDERSTANDING:


As students draw their sun faces, walk around and check that they are using warm colors to draw, and that they are attempting to use the basic shapes. 


When doing the tempera cake painting demonstration, ask students if a certain color is a warm color or a cool color.

CLOSURE:


Think sunshine!! What are the warm colors?








INDEPENDENT PRACTICE:


Students will paint their sun faces using warm colors, independently selecting the correct colors.
